Frances Liberty’s saga in military nursing covers three declared wars
as well as the Cold War--she cared for John Foster Dulles at
Washington’s Water Reed Hospital. She saw a sea change in the Army;
when she enlisted in 1943, she notes, “They weren’t really prepared to
handle women.” She maintained a reputation as a self-described
disciplinarian who was also a bit of a maverick. “Medical people aren’t
good at saluting,” she admits, but her 28-year military career clearly
attests to a fondness for serving her country.

Like many Baby Boomers, Jayne Cooley had a father who served in World War 11, but she had no designs on
a career in the military. However, in 1978, a friend persuaded her to join the Army Reserves for a chance to
supplement her income as a private duty nurse. Twelve years later, Cooley was called up to serve in the
Persian Gulf War. She worked in the operating room of a 400-bed hospital that was 10 miles from the front
lines, treating American Gls and Iraqgi POWs alike. The Army made sure that its women and men were
treated exactly the same, but things were different when Cooley went off base and had to deal with
traditional Arab views of women.

"We would sunbathe on the deck, and it would be like
the 4th of July, and you knew a lot of casualties
were coming in, so you’d hurry and get your uniform

on."
Stationed on the Repose, a hospital ship anchored off the coast of Vietnam, Sharolyn Walcutt was among the
first group of nurses to serve in Vietham, arriving in 1965. The war was something that was close enough to
sometimes see and hear and yet the Repose was a kind of refuge, too. Following her one-year stint, Walcutt
literally saw the world, taking the long way back to the States through India, the Middle East, and Europe.
Walcutt formed many close, long-running relationships from her days aboard the Repose.

World War Il was both a frustrating and fulfilling experience for Dorothy Walters. She wanted to make a
significant contribution to the war effort, so she went to work in a defense plant. But that wasn’t enough, and
she joined the new Women’s Auxiliary Army Corps, first as a clerk, then as part of the Medical Corps,
practicing giving injections on oranges. She then decided she wanted to be a nurse and entered the Cadet
Nurse Corps of the Public Health Service, but the war ended before she graduated. After working at a
children’s hospital with victims of polio, Walters finally got a chance to serve as a full-fledged military nurse
during the Korean War, stationed in Washington, D.C. and Honolulu.

"We ran out of bandages one week and had to use the Stars & Stripes
newspaper.' Born, raised, and trained to be a nurse in Indiana, Jeanne Urbin joined the U.S. Army in
1965 as a way of seeing the world. A year later, she got her wish when she married an officer who was about
to ship out to Vietnham. The Army needed nurses to go to Southeast Asia, Jeanne didn't want to be separated
from her husband Brian, and she soon found herself caring for wounded and ill soldiers in conditions far more
primitive than the sterile confines of a Midwestern hospital.

"I could not believe I was coming home to the same reception | received twenty-
three years before, following World War Il1. This time I was not the enemy, but I

was there saving lives, perhaps their loved ones.™

Nicknamed Road Runner for her unflagging energy and enthusiasm, Carolyn Hisako Tanaka served in
Vietnam in spite of a scarring childhood memory. At the age of six, she saw her family evicted from their
California home in the wake of Pearl Harbor and relocated to an internment camp in Poston, Arizona. When
the family returned to California after the war, they found their home burned to the ground. In 1966, as an
emergency room nurse, she decided to enlist in the Army, telling skeptical friends, “I have a skill that is
needed in Vietnam, and I'm going there to do my duty for my country.” Ironically, she returned from that
war to a “welcome” that brought back bitter memories.
